Restrict mail-in ballots to only disabled, military, and out-of-county voters (NOT everyone aged 65+).
Assigned-precinct voting only (not countywide polling-places where any dirty precinct can flip a race).
Eliminate the Secretary of State’s ability  to issue waivers allowing counties to violate election law.
Amend the Constitution to change the Secretary of State from appointed by the Governor, to elected.
